Please help us find these animals, known to be in the sea near you!

The information will help us study and protect our UK whales, dolphins and porpoises.
There are porpoises, dolphins and whales in this area. We need to know how many, how often they are seen and where they usually seem to be. You can help. 
Please report any sightings, however brief, to the address below. 

What did you see?

We can provide ID charts but a report of  “two 3 metre dolphins”, “it was about 1.5m, was it a porpoise?” or even “black fin” will do fine. Information about behaviour is also very useful.
Is your identification definite, probable or possible? It helps if we know.
Where did you see them?
If you have a GPS or other accurate record of your location, a Lat. and Long. is very useful. A distance and bearing from a landmark like a lighthouse, headland etc. is just as good. If this is not possible, just give an approximate location such as roughly where you were standing or the ports you were sailing between. Weather/sea/cloud conditions are useful but not essential extras.
When did you see them?
All we really need is the date and start and/or end time of your encounter. If you can log the times of your watch or voyage as well, it helps us calculate how frequent sightings are in an area.

Sightings can be reported by phone, post or email.
